Please make sure your entry addresses the following questions:

1. What was the aim of involvement by which we mean what did you hope to achieve?
2. [image: ]Who was involved and why?
3. What did you actually do?
4. What was the result?
5. What were the benefits of involvement or being involved?
6. What went well and why?
7. What could have gone better?
8. What would you do differently next time?
9. Nominees are invited to submit additional materials of their choosing for example a film, photographs, illustrations or animation to communicate aspects of their work.
10. [image: ]Are there any conflicts of interest or any other information we should be aware of that may compromise your nomination?

The judging panel will be also be particularly looking for evidence of: 

1. Activity that has been designed and delivered with the input of patients and carers from as an early stage as possible
2. Attempts to involve and engage people who are less likely to be heard but have much to say for example children and young people, those with learning difficulties or sensory impairments and people from minority communities including carers
3. Reflection and a desire to improve the practice of patient and carer involvement moving it away from a tick-box exercise to a two-way learning process
We recognise that nominees may have different levels of experience and expertise and that ideas may not always go according to plan. The ability to honestly share your learning through reflection to improve your practice is an important feature of these awards. This encourages others to take their first steps in involvement.
